exam nation in 2007, she received a registration packet and
el ected active status; (3) by electing active status in 2007,
Krafft was required by RSCH 1. 14(a) to conplete a Hawai«
Pr of essi onal i sm course by Decenber 31, 2008; (4) on June 26,
2008, the Hawai<«d State Bar Association notified Krafft that the
next Hawai« Professionalismcourse was schedul ed for Novenber

21, 2008; (5) Krafft did not conplete a Hawai<« Professionalism

course by Decenber 31, 2008; and (6) having failed to conplete a
Hawai < Prof essionali sm course by Decenber 31, 2008, Kraft was
adm ni stratively suspended, pursuant to RSCH 1.14(c), in 2009.
It further appears that no appeal is authorized froma RSCH
1.14(c) admnistrative suspension and if we review the "appeal "
pursuant to our inherent power to regulate the practice of |aw,
Krafft fails to show good cause as to why she failed to know and
conply with the requirenents of RSCH 1.14. Therefore,

fromthe adm nistrative suspension of her license to practice |aw
pursuant to Rule 1.14 of the Rules of the Suprenme Court of the
State of Hawai«d is denied.
